Guidelines for Book & Media Review

Consider the following elements in your review. While authors and publishers may hope for a favorable review that will enhance their sales potential, our goal is to provide an honest and discerning description that will allow Emergency Nurses and other emergency professionals to make an informed choice regarding the work reviewed.

· Identification: title, author, publisher, edition, date of publication, etc.
· Description: format, size, medium (media), computer OS or software

· Intended Purpose: reference, text, descriptive survey, review or tutorial, quick working reference guide, 

· Intended Audience: student (pre-entry); practitioner level = novice, experienced, expert, or educator

· Author’s Presentation: introductory comments describing the organization and utility of the work (as if discussing with a friend or boss to purchase)

· Style: Engaging? Satisfying? Appropriate, ponderous, well-organized, wanting in clarity?

· Validity & Reliability: Review of scientific currency and accuracy, adequate basis for disparate view

· Documentation & References: Does it demonstrate adequate scholarship, adequately support author’s arguments, summaries thereof by are author fairly described; no overt factual errors, glaring omissions, misinterpretation, misrepresentation, or stale references in arrears of scientific advances

· Estimate of fitness to purpose: Does the work achieve its goal for its intended audience? Does it plow new ground or present in a better way? Is it a “me-too” undistinguished contribution? Are there other works on the market that do the same job as well or better? Is it value for money?
